Loving correction is done by a person who deeply loves the wrongdoer.
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Do | have a humble heart towards the wrongdoer?
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<James4:10-12>

10 Humble yourselves before the Lord, and he will lift you up.11Brothers ,do not slander one anotherr. Anyone
who speaks against his brother or judges him speaks against the law and judges it. When you judge the law,

you are not keeping It, but sitting In judgement on it.12There is only one lawgiver and judge, the one who is
able to save and destroy. But you-who are you to judge your neighbors??"

Do not rebuke an older man harshly,but exhort him as if he were your father.Treat younger men as
brothers,2older women as mothers, and younger women as sisters,with absolute purity.(loving gentleness)
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Here is the process of Loving Correction
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Step #1- Build a relationship based on love that is honest and open.
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Step #2- Find out the truth- communicate-You might not have a balanced understanding of the problem.
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<Genesis 3:8-13>

8 Then the man and his wife heard the sound of the LORD God as he was walking in the garden in the cool of
the day, and they hid from the LORD God among the trees of the garden. ® But the LORD God called to the man,
"Where are you?" 10 He answered, "l heard you in the garden, and | was afraid because | was naked; so | hid." 11
And he said, "Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten from the tree that | commanded you not to
eat from?" 12 The man said, "The woman you put here with me—she gave me some fruit from the tree, and | ate
it." 13 Then the LORD God said to the woman, "What is this you have done?" The woman said, "The serpent
deceived me, and | ate."
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Step #3-Humbly tell the person what they did wrong.With sorrow not anger explain the consequences. Let them
know how you feel about what they did.Let them feel how you feel.

14 So the LORD God said to the serpent, "Because you have done this, "Cursed are you above all the livestock
and all the wild animals! You will crawl on your belly and you will eat dust all the days of your life. 15 And | will
put enmity between you and the woman, and between your offspring 2l and hers; he will crush [®! your head,
and you will strike his heel." 16 To the woman he said, "l will greatly increase your pains in childbearing; with
pain you will give birth to children. Your desire will be for your husband, and he will rule over you." 17 To Adam
he said, "Because you listened to your wife and ate from the tree about which | commanded you, 'You must not
eat of it, "Cursed is the ground because of you; through painful toil you will eat of it all the days of your life.
